Description:  Architected, designed and developed a company-wide intranet portal that included mobile device support. Each page within the portal consisted of one or more base modules.  Each base module was fully configurable by the end-user.  Examples of module types included basic HTML pages, announcements, discussion groups, events, links, document archives, picture galleries, and many more.  Flexible design allowed for fast development of new modules to expand functionality on an as needed basis.  Portal was multi-portal capable, allowing for each department and branch to maintain and manage their own specific portals.  Security design was comprehensive, allowing for viewing, editing and management rights based on user roles integrated with Windows Active Directory.  Integration reduced the need for having a designated HTML design professional for each department and branch.  The portal also reduced delivery time for content additions/modifications from days to instantaneous publishing.  Finally, the portal allowed for flexible content while still maintaining an overall site style.

Model implemented a factory design pattern enabling data sources to be changed at the flip of a switch with no changes to the underlying objects or code.  The application’s rules-based pricing system reduced errors due to manual pricing and allowed brokers to quickly test pricing based on various loan parameters.  The system also gave much finer control of the loan pricing structure than was previously available.
